“We were thrilled that so many members of the community 
gathered at the Water Conservation Campus to celebrate 
fall, family, sustainable landscapes, and conservation this 
past Saturday,” said CBWCD Executive Director Eunice 
Ulloa.

Attendees enjoyed free landscaping workshops from local 
gardening experts including backyard orchard specialist 
Tom Spellman of Dave Wilson Nursery; native plant 
gardener Barbara Eisenstein, author of Wild Suburbia; 
urban farming experts from The Growing Club; and the 
University of California Cooperative Extension Master 
Gardeners.
