> Participants in the Kid'’s Swap Meet and Craft Corner must register and pay in advance.

> Check in will begin at 4:00 p.m. the day of the event just south of Magnolia Office.

> Participants must check in before placing their items (blankets, tables, chairs, boxes)
inside the selling area.

> Each paid participant will be allowed to set up ina 10' X 10’ area. This area is not marked
or reserved. To be fair fo everyone - please keep all your sellable items in this area.

> Please do not bring canopies or large tables. We suggest small tables, blankets, baskets,
and boxes for displaying your items.

> Selling will start at 5:00 p.m. Please restrain from selling before that time. This gives
everyone a chance to set-up.

> We cannot make change - please make sure you bring enough

> Please DO NOT SELL water, food or perishable items of any kind.

> This is a Kid's Swap Meet & Craft Corner. Selling of non child related items (shampoo,
make-up, adult clothing, or holiday items) may not be sold. All crafts must be hand made
by the children.

> Selling or reselling of new packaged items is not permitted. If selling a new item
that has never been worn or used, please remove the price tag.

> Only craft items made by a child may be sold.

> Please display your seller's permit. You will receive it at time of check-in.

> Selling will stop and clean-up will begin at 8:00 sharp. Lighting is limited - it is dark by
8:30.

> PLEASE REMOVE ALL UNSOLD ITEMS FROM THE PARK. DO NOT DEPOSIT ANY
ITEMS IN THE PARKS TRASH CANS - please take them with you.
